At the last board meeting a member asked about timelines fir the subject project which received board 
approval on 9-22-09. Contract documents call for the following: 

The official contract start date is November 2, 2009. However, once the contractor has furnished all 
required documents they will be issued a Notice to Proceed and may mobilize and start work as of that 
date. 

Phase I of the project is to be completed by June 7, 2010. This work includes site demolition such as 
utilities, asphalt, landscaping, etc. and preparation of the site to receive 7 portables and 1 restroom 

drainage, 

Furniture and equipment in the 7 portables will be moved out starting on June 4, 2010. AI! buildings 
must be removed from within 12 feet of all property lines by June 18, 2010. 

Phase II work is to be completed by August 20, 2010. This work includes moving the portables to their 
final location, connect utilities to all buildings, concrete ramps walks and ADA ramps, handrails, 
installation of the restroom building, irrigation and landscaping and furniture and equipment moved 
back in.
